Her impact spans all spheres of school life: community,
financial management, staff and student wellbeing, governance, and learning outcomes.
We are incredibly fortunate to have her at the helm.

Your work
shapes the daily lives of our students, and we cannot thank you enough.

Dane, one of our newest Governing Body members, has made a huge contribution in a
short amount of time. He brought fresh perspectives and took on extra work with the
Harman’s Action Sub Committee, helping secure planning approvals for our adolescent
program. Thank you for jumping in with both feet.
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To the executive team:
Caris, our secretary, you bring structure and professionalism, ensuring we’re organised
and on track. Thank you for your dedication to preparing the agendas and minutes each
month.
Stephen, our vice-chair, you’ve been a steadying presence and a source of wisdom
throughout the year, especially on complex issues, including as a member of the
Harman’s Subcommittee. Your support has been invaluable to me personally.
And Jo, our treasurer, who is stepping down this year. Jo, your dedication, attention to
detail, and willingness to ask the hard questions have helped ensure the school’s financial
sustainability. You’ve set a high standard for all of us going forward and it’s our
responsibility to ensure we meet it. You’ve given a lot over a long period of time and we
thank you.

Highlights from the Year
It was a big year.

We secured our position at the Metricup site, obtained planning approvals, occupancy
certificates, and completed the civil and building works needed to launch the adolescent
program in 2025 - on a very tight timeline.
We opened the new admin and multi-use buildings at the Margaret River site, and in
November, we hosted Senator Louise Pratt to officially open these new buildings. The
highlight was seeing our student leaders plan and host the event, including guiding
Senator Pratt on a tour of the school.
The primary school saw further improvements, including a carpark extension.
We made staff professional development a priority, investing in our most important
resource, our educators. Jana and Amanda began formal Montessori training, and several
staff visited other Montessori schools and attended conferences, including the national
grassroots conference in Sydney.
We welcomed a number of new staff into key roles. I know it's an operational detail, but
it’s worth saying—we recruited incredibly well this year.
Our parent survey was a great moment. We received strong results, especially in areas of
student wellbeing and school leadership.
We joined the MSCA Genuine Montessori Pathway—an important affirmation of our
ongoing commitment to Montessori principles.
We finalised some difficult policies, including a student technology use policy.
Helen developed a strong capital grant application for the Metricup site, which, while
ultimately unsuccessful, sets us up well for future submissions.
In May, I formally took over as Chair. We welcomed new members: Dane, Lee-Anne, Amy,
Liz, and Caris into formal roles, solidifying our team and acknowledging the hard work of
those who had been serving in a casual capacity.
We updated our branding and began strategic discussions about what size school we
want to be. While those conversations are ongoing, they lay the groundwork for long-
term planning.
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And of course, one of our most fundamental responsibilities, financial management.
Despite a capital-intensive year, we remain in good financial shape. We made hard but
necessary decisions, including a 5% fee increase. This was higher than CPI, but reflects the
reality of increased teacher salaries and the need to catch up after keeping previous
increases below inflation during the peak of the cost-of-living crisis.

We took the decision to maintain a strong operating buffer and took steps to secure the
necessary access to capital.

The Governing Body put in the work - reviewing quotes, tracking budget against actuals, and
having the difficult conversations around priorities. I’m proud of how we handled the unique,
uncertain, and evolving circumstances of the year.

Looking Ahead
Our focus now is stepping forward from our foundations, without losing sight of our roots.
We’ll continue to build on the pillars of our strategic plan:

Wellbeing
Community and connection
Montessori education
And a school for the future

One of our biggest challenges ahead is the adolescent program. We’re effectively launching
a new educational movement in our region. These things take time. Enrolments will grow
slowly before reaching stability. We understand that.

At the same time, we must not lose focus on the primary school. It remains the foundation of
our community and the future pipeline for the adolescent program.

Financially, we’re entering a critical period. We’ll be stress-testing the budget under different
enrolment scenarios, carefully managing our cash flow, and ensuring our decisions are
sustainable for the long haul.

Our Rebranding
Journey

Margaret River Montessori School emerged from the visionary minds of
its founders, Sue Gaunt and Di Littlewood, who recognised the
limitations of mainstream schooling and envisioned a transformative
educational approach. At the heart of our philosophy lies a commitment
to a child-centered education that nurtures not just academic
excellence but the holistic development of every student.

Education at our school goes beyond the classroom. From birth to Year
12, our thoughtfully prepared environments encourage purposeful work,
fostering high academic achievement, independence, responsibility,
grace, courtesy, and environmental stewardship. Our approach is guided
by Montessori principles, which address the unique developmental
stages of children and are now supported by modern science. Beyond
academics, we are very aware of the benefits of a deep connection to
and with nature. Our rebranding, logo designs, imaging, colour palette
and visual identity have taken this and our core values into account. 

The six-petaled flower sits at the heart of our visual identity, serving as a
rich symbol of growth, development, and connection. Each petal
represents one of the six key stages of human development across the
first 18 years of life - aligned with the Montessori method’s three-year
developmental cycles: 0–3, 3–6, 6–9, 9–12, 12–15, and 15–18. This progression
honours the continuous, holistic nature of childhood and adolescent
growth. The sixfold structure also pays tribute to the six Noongar seasons
- Birak, Bunuru, Djeran, Makuru, Djilba, and Kambarang - reflecting our
commitment to place-based education and our respect for the rhythms
of the land and the knowledge of its First Peoples.



Our Rebranding
Journey

The form of the flower is not flat or symmetrical, but subtly three-
dimensional—symbolising how learning unfolds dynamically through
time and space. Its shape references the native Chamaescilla corymbosa,
or Blue Squill, a delicate six-petaled flower endemic to the southwest of
Western Australia. Each petal is based on the Vesica Piscis, a sacred
geometric form created by the overlapping of two circles. This form, long
used in mathematical and philosophical traditions, symbolises balance,
unity, and the intersection of dualities—such as self and other, child and
environment, inner life and outer world. It is a visual metaphor for
potential and transformation: the space where new ideas, beings, and
understandings emerge.

Embedded in the design are references to Euclidean and Fibonacci
geometry, grounding our symbol in the deep, repeating patterns found
throughout nature—from the spirals of galaxies and shells to the
branching of trees and veins. This geometry not only evokes wonder, but
also represents our commitment to academic integrity, intellectual
inquiry, and the precision of a scientifically grounded pedagogy. In this
way, the flower honours both the intuitive and the intellectual,
representing the child as both a seed and a star: unique, unfolding, and
intimately connected to the cosmos, the Earth, and community—with
professionalism and academic excellence at the core of their journey

This is a quality assurance and improvement program offered through the Montessori
Schools and Centres Australia (MSCA), Australia’s peak Montessori education body.
Throughout 2024 MRMS committed to completing our internal self-study and drafted
our Improvement Plan. The process so far has identified some key areas for our school to
work on in terms of training and resourcing to ensure we continue to offer the highest
quality Montessori education. 

Embarking on the GMP process has provided all our staff an opportunity to reflect on the
journey we have been on as a school and the path we are treading next. It has allowed all
employees (including EAs, librarians, specialist teachers and administrators) to have a
voice and take ownership in the future of our school. 

Dedicating PL and Staff Meeting time to the discussion of the tenets and the completion
of the self-study increased the quality of the outcomes, which ultimately has made the
Improvement Plan an effective document which will truly impact the teaching and
learning. 

Such is the design of the GMP, our staff have valued input into the process and so don’t
feel that changes are being made from ‘top down’ rather there is a feeling of
collaboration. Even before the Improvement Plan was drafted, we had seen tangible
results in terms of increased observation within our own classrooms as well as
connections to other Montessori Schools in both WA and nationally. 

We have also seen an increase in parent information sharing, Montessori PL through
MWEI and AMI, and we have had a number of staff inspired to start their diploma level
training. For our school in Margaret River, we view the GMP as being a vehicle to help us
become more authentically Montessori within our unique community. We are excited
about how our approach will improve over the coming years.

NAPLAN is ONE way we analyse student progress and attainment. In addition, as a School
we have adopted WA Dept Education On Entry Literacy and Numeracy Assessments (PP
and Year 1 - start of year) and Australian Council for Educational Research’s Progressive
Achievement Tests (PAT, Year 1-10 end of year).  OLNA in Year 10 and beyond.

Post assessments, data is gathered and disseminated at a staff meeting to help teachers to
further recognise areas of the curriculum which may need to be taught at greater depths.
This form of Assessment For Learning (AFL) also helps identify any students who have gaps
in learning, are showing signs of plateauing or may be in need in additional support.
Furthermore, the data should help with tracking and monitoring of attainment and
progress, as well as identifying general areas for development across the school.
